Arrived on scene and met with Officer Harman #38 and Palm Bay Police.  We went into backyard and 
observed an adult female pit tied to a tree with no shelter and water was empty.   She was panting heavily 
and had no way of getting out of the sun.  We then went over to a wire dog crate about 2’x3’ in size with 
7 puppies in it.  The cage was in direct sunlight and there was no water.  The puppies were panting 
heavily and they were extemely thin.  Their ribs and pelvic bones were easily observed and the dogs had 
very little energy.  We spoke with the son of the owner who said they had contiplated getting rid of the 
dogs. I asked if he wanted to sign them over and he said he would.  We advised an officer would be out 
tomoorow to speak with his father about the neglect issues.  All dogs were transported to Sacc and a 
sequence was put in Andersons call box for follow up with father and possible cites.

Arrived at location and met with Palm Bay Police.  Found seven puppies in poor health oin cage 
in the middle of back yard with no shelter, food or water.  Food female (mother) pit bull tied to 
tree with no shelter, food or water.  Made contact with 18 yoa B/M who identified himself as 
Lamarques Warren, son of the dog’s owner.  Son stated father no longer wanted the dogs and 
could not answer most of the questions asked concerning the dogs.  All dogs impounded after 
being signed over by son.  AEO 26 on scene.  PBPD CR#08-005336 Ofc Masse.
